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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Introduction
Hernani was founded around the year 1850 by a settler from Guiuan, Eastern Samar name Miguel “Totoy Yadawon” Candido.  Formerly called NAG-AS (derived from the named of the river located southeast of the town proper), the settlement is nestled in a flat coastal terrain facing the vast Pacific Ocean.

NAG-AS reach the epochal point of its development when it was made a regular and independent municipality as embodied in a Royal Decree issued by Spanish Governor-General Rafael Echague on the 4th of January 1864.  The royal fiat also mandated the change the old name NAG-AS to HERNANI.

Right after the Philippine-American War, the political status of Hernani was reduced into a barrio under the jurisdiction of Lanang (now Llorente). In 1912, its status as a Municipality was restored but the seat of local government was transferred to Pambujan (now Gen. MacArthur).  However, in 1926 the Municipality of Hernani regained back the township by virtue of an Executive Order issued by the American Governor-General Leonard Wood.

Scope of Audit

An audit was conducted on the accounts and operations of the Municipality of Hernani, Eastern Samar for the year 2011.  The audit was aimed to ascertain the propriety and validity of disbursements and receipts as well as the reliability of the accounts as presented in the financial statements. 
This year’s audit was focused on revenues and receipts and various disbursements.  Disbursement vouchers and official receipts from January to December 2011 were verified and examined.

State Auditor’s Report on the Financial Statements

The Auditor rendered a qualified opinion on the financial statements as the accuracy of the Property, Plant and Equipment accounts valued at P23,113,363.24 could not be ascertained due to management’s failure to maintain appropriate ledgers and property cards, and their existence could not be established because physical inventory was not conducted.  The inadequacy of the property records did not permit us to apply alternative procedures to determine the accuracy of the account.  Likewise, the current portion of the long-term indebtedness amounting to P882,954.60 was not transferred to current liabilities, resulting in the overstatement of the Loans Payable, Long-Term Domestic account and understatement of the Loans Payable-Current account by the same amount.
Summary of Significant Findings and Recommendations

1. 
The Municipal Accountant and Municipal Treasurer did not maintain appropriate ledger cards and property cards, respectively, and that no physical inventory was conducted on the LGU’s property plant, and equipment valued at P23,113,363.24, contrary to Sections 114 and 124 of the NGAS Manual for LGU’s Volume I, thus the accuracy of the recorded assets was not ascertained and their existence was not established. 

We recommended that the Municipal Accountant and the Municipal Treasurer be required to maintain appropriate ledger cards, and property cards, respectively.  Likewise the Local Chief Executive should ensure that physical inventory taking is conducted periodically.

2.
The Municipal Accountant did not submit for audit paid disbursement vouchers and its supporting documents totaling P1,149,357.81 contrary to Section 107 of PD 1445, Section 347 of RA 7160, and Section 7.2.1(a) of COA Circular No.2009-006 dated September 15, 2009, thus, casted doubt on the propriety of the recorded check disbursements that resulted in audit suspension by the same amount. 

We recommended that the Municipal Accountant be required to submit the disbursement vouchers, with the supporting documents for the recorded check disbursements amounting to P1,149,357.81. This recommendation is without prejudice to the results of the post audit.  Henceforth, ensure, that the required financial reports are submitted within the period prescribed under Section 7.2.1(a) of COA Circular No. 2009-006 dated September 15, 2009. 
3.
Completed infrastructure projects in prior year’s amounting to P5,639,273.74 were not transferred to the Registry of Public Infrastructure account contrary to Section 4(n) of NGAS Manual, Volume I. 
We recommended that the Municipal Accountant be directed to draw a journal entry voucher to drop the Public Infrastructure account from the books and transfer the same to the respective registry.

4.
The current portion of the long-term indebtedness from the Development Bank of the Philippines amounting to P882,954.60 was inadvertently not transferred to current liabilities, contrary to paragraph 69 of the Philippines Accounting Standards (PAS) No. 1 and Section 143 of NGAS Manual, Volume III, resulting in the overstatement of the Loans Payable, Long-Term Domestic account, and understatement of the Loans Payable – Current, Domestic account by the same amount.

We recommended that the Municipal Accountant be directed draw a journal entry voucher to record the transfer of the current portion of the long-term indebtedness  to current liabilities.

Compliance with Tax Laws

During the CY 2011, management implemented BIR Revenue Regulation No. 10-2008 dated July 8, 2008 and remitted all taxes withheld from compensation, expanded final and government money payments. 

Statement of Audit Suspension, Disallowances and Charges (SASDC)

The total audit suspensions, disallowances and charges found in the audit of various transactions of the Municipality of Hernani, Province of Eastern Samar as of December 31, 2011 is P123,947.79 based on the NS/ND/NC issued by the Audit Team. 

Status of Implementation of Prior Years’ Audit Recommendations


Of the five (5) audit recommendations embodied in the CY 2010 Annual Audit Report, one (1) was implemented, one (1) was partially implemented and three (3) were not implemented by management.

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements
based on our audit.

We conducted our audit in accordance with laws and generally accepted state auditing
standards. Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit 1o obiain reasonable assurance
about whether the finsncial statements are free of material missiatements. Our sudit includes
examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial
statemens. The audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates
made by management, as well as evaluating the overall financial statements prescntation. We believed
that the audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

As discussed in Part Il (Detailed Findings and Recommendations) of this report, the accuracy
ofthe Property , Plant and Equipment accounts valued at P23,113,363.24 was not ascertained due to
the absence of appropriate ledger and property cards and their existence was not established because
physical inventory was not conducted. The inadequacy of property records did not permit us to apply
altemative procedures to determine the accuracy of these accounts.  Likewise, the current portion of
the long-term indebtedness amounting to P8§2,954.60 was not transferred to current liabilities,
resulting in the overstatement of the Loans Payable, Long-Term Domestic account and understatement
of the Loans-Payable Current account by the same amount.

In our opinion, except for the effccts on the financial statements of the matters discussed in

the preceding paragraph, and of the other deficiencies mentioned in Part 11 as well as the

implemented recommendations in Part 11, of this report, the financial statements, referred to above:

PART II- DETAILED FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Financial and Compliance

1.
The Municipal Accountant and Municipal Treasurer did not maintain appropriate ledger cards, and property cards, respectively, and that no physical inventory was conducted on the LGU’s property plant, and equipment valued at P23,113,363.24, contrary to Section 114 and 124 of the NGAS Manual for LGU’s Volume I, thus the accuracy of the recorded assets was not ascertained and their existence was not established.
Section 114 of the NGAS Manual, Volume I provides that the Chief Accountant shall maintain the perpetual inventory records comprising of the Property, Plant and Equipment Ledger Card (PPELC) for each of plant, property and equipment.  Such ledger cards shall contain the details of property, plant and equipment account in the inventory control account in the general ledger.  The General Services Officer or the Municipal Treasurer, as the case may be, shall likewise maintain property cards for property, plant and equipment to account for the receipt and disposition of the same.  The balance per property cards should always reconcile with the ledger cards of the accounting unit.  They should reconcile with other property records like Acknowledgement Receipt for Equipment (ARE)

Section 124 of the same Manual states that “The Local Chief Executive shall require periodic physical inventory of supplies or property.  Physical count of property, plant and equipment by type shall be made annually and reported on the Report of Physical Count of Property, Plant and Equipment (RPCPPE).  This shall be submitted to the Auditor concerned not later than January 31 of each year.”


The Consolidated Balance Sheet at year-end reported a balance for the property, plant and equipment account totaling P23,113,363.24.  Verification of accounting and property records disclosed that the Municipal Accountant and the Municipal Treasurer did not conduct an inventory reconciliation because ledger cards and property cards were not maintained, thus the accuracy of the recorded assets was not ascertained.  Likewise, no physical inventory was conducted on the LGU’s assets, thus their existence was not established.


In reply to our audit observation, the concerned municipal officials commented that they will designate a supply officer/property custodian to take/handle the responsibility of physical count and custody of property, plant and equipment to ensure compliance and that they will try to submit the Report of Physical Count of Plant, Property and Equipment (RPCPPE) in the ensuing year.

We recommended that the Municipal Accountant and he Municipal Treasurer be required to maintain appropriate ledger cards, and property cards, respectively.  Likewise, the Local Chief Executive should ensure that physical inventory taking is conducted periodically.
2.
The Municipal Accountant did not submit for audit paid disbursement vouchers and its supporting documents totaling P1,149,357.81 contrary to Section 107 of PD 1445, Section 347 of RA 7160, and Section 7.2.1(a) of COA Circular No. 2009-006 dated September 15, 2009, thus, casted doubt on the propriety of the recorded check disbursements that resulted in audit suspensions by the same.

Section 107, of PD 1445 states that “In the absence of specific provisions of law, all accountable officer shall render their accounts, submit their vouchers, and make deposits of money collected or held by them in such times and in such manner as shall be prescribed in the regulations of the Commission (underscoring supplied).


While Section 347 of RA 7160 provides that local treasurers, accountants and other local accountable officers shall render their accounts within such time in such form, style, and content and under such regulations as the Commission on Audit may prescribe.


Corollary to this, Section 7.2.1(a) of COA Circular No. 20009-006 dated September 15, 2009 provides that the Chief Accountant, Bookkeeper or other authorized official performing accounting and/or bookkeeping functions of the audited agency shall ensure, among others, that the reports and supporting documents submitted by the accountable officers are immediately recorded in the books of accounts and submitted to the Auditor within the first ten (10) days of the ensuing month.


Noted in the verification of the Report of Checks Issued (RCIs) is the absence of disbursement vouchers, with the supporting documents on recorded check disbursements totaling P1,149,357.81, broken down as follows: (See Annex A for details)

The absence of the subject disbursement vouchers casted doubt on the reliability of the recorded disbursements that resulted in audit suspensions by the same amount and have deprived  management on the prompt communications of the audit results.


Management commented that paid disbursement vouchers and its supporting documents were not submitted for audit because the vouchers were still unclaimed at the time of submission date.

We maintain our stand that all accountable officers shall render their accounts and submit their vouchers within the reglementary period. 


We recommended that the Municipal Accountant be required to submit the disbursement vouchers, with the supporting documents for the recorded check disbursements amounting to P1,149,357.81.  This recommendation is without prejudice to the result of post-audit.  Henceforth, ensure, that the required financial reports are submitted within the period prescribed under Section 7.2.1(a) of COA Circular No 2009-006 dated September 15, 2009. 

3.
Completed infrastructure projects in prior year’s amounting to P5,639,273.74 were not transferred to the Registry of Public Infrastructure account contrary to Section 4(n) of NGAS Manual, Volume I. 

Section 4(n) of NGAS Manual, Volume I states: “Public infrastructures are assets for use of the general public, such as roads, bridges, waterways, railways, plazas, monuments, etc.  A Registry of Public Infrastructures (RPI) shall be maintained according to classification to record all infrastructures for use of the general public. During construction these infrastructures shall be recorded in the books under the account “Construction in Progress”.  Upon completion, the completed asset shall be transferred to the account “Public Infrastructure”.  At the end of the year, completed assets under “Public Infrastructure” shall be transferred to the respective registry.”
Record showed that during the year, various completed projects that were recorded in the Public Infrastructure account of the General Fund and Trust Fund amounting to P21,926,643.10 and P11,493,821.12, respectively, were transferred to the Registry of Public Infrastructure, however, the balance of P5,639,273.74 was retained in the account at year-end.

The Municipal Accountant alleged that she inadvertently forgot to transfer the completed infrastructure projects to the Registry of Public Infrastructure since it was completed ad turn-over in 2009.  She promised that she will make the necessary correcting entry in the following year.

We recommended that the Municipal Accountant be directed to draw a journal entry voucher to drop the Public Infrastructure account from the books and transfer the same to the respective registry.
4. 
The current portion of the long-term indebtedness from the Development Bank of the Philippines amounting to P882,954.60 was inadvertently not transferred to current liabilities, contrary to paragraph 69 of the Philippines Accounting Standards (PAS) No. 1 and Section 143 of NGAS Manual, Volume III, resulting in the overstatement of the Loans Payable, Long-Term Domestic account, an understatement of the Loans Payable – Current account by the same amount.


Paragraph 69 of Philippines Accounting Standards (PAS) No. 1, states that a liability shall be classified as current when it satisfies one of the conditions below. All other liabilities shall be classified as non-current.

· it is expected to be settled in the entity’s normal operating cycle;

· it is held primarily for the purpose of being traded;

· it is due to be settled within twelve months after the balance sheet date; or

· the entity does not have an unconditional right to defer settlement of the liability or at least twelve months after the balance sheet date.

Section 143, NGAS Manual, Vol. III, provides for the use of Loans Payable – Current, Domestic account to record short term loans and current portion of long-term indebtedness from domestic creditors.  While Section 162 of the same Manual also provides for the use of Loans Payable, Long-Term Domestic account to record long-term indebtedness in cash or in kind, from domestic creditors and transfer of the current portion of loan to Current Liabilities.

Records disclosed tat the Loans Payable, Long-Term, Domestic account has a balance at year end amounting to P10,458,131.85.  Of this amount P5,518,465.85 represent the outstanding balance of loans secured from DBP for the construction/rehabilitation of Carmen-San Isidro-Cancilides-Sitio Tutubigan farm to market road.  Analysis of the outstanding balance, further disclosed that the amount of P882,954.60 is due to be settled within twelve months after balance sheet date, however the current portion of the long-term indebtedness was not reclassified/transferred to current liabilities, resulting the overstatement of Loans Payable, Long-Tem Domestic account and understatement of Loans Payable-Current, Domestic account by the same amount.

The Municipal Accountant in her reply to our observation averred that she maintain only one ledger account for the DBP loans payable and thus forgot to transfer the current portion of the long term liability amounting to P882,954.60.  However, a journal entry voucher was made already as of January 2012 to correct it.
We recommended that the Municipal Accountant be directed to draw a journal entry voucher to record the transfer of the current portion of the long-term indebtedness to current liabilities.

5.
Compliance with Tax Laws

During the CY 2011, management implemented BIR Revenue Regulation No. 10-2008 dated July 8, 2008 and remitted all taxes withheld from compensation, expanded, final and government money payments together with a copy of the Summary of Tax Withheld (STW) as support to the Tax Remittance Advice (TRA) duly certified by the Accountant and approved by the Head of the Agency or his duly authorized representative.
